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Father's Day is a day of commemoration and celebration of Dad. There are 64.3 million fathers in Amer-
ica. Father's Day is celebrated in the US on Sunday, June 20, 2010. Americans aren't the only ones to cele-
brate their dads. Other countries celebrate throughout the year. In the United States and over 50 other coun-
tries around the world, Father's Day is celebrated on the third Sunday in June. The first Sunday in June is
when Lithuanian dads are honored; and on the second Sunday, dads in Austria and Belgium have their spe-
cial day. Many child development experts believe the influence of a father on his children is most critical from
the ages of six to 14. By providing their sons and daughters with a positive example, fathers help give their
children the necessary foundation they need to make wise decisions throughout their lives.

Since the 1950s, TV dads have wielded tremendous paternal influence over generations of American fami-
lies. Ward Cleaver, played by Hugh Beaumont, was the model of fatherly patience on the hit sitcom Leave It
to Beaver (1957-1963). No matter what calamity son Beaver embroiled himself in, and there were some
doozies, Ward was always ready with an encouraging word and some life wisdom. TV's first stepdad, Mike
Brady (played by Robert Reed) was the widower patriarch whose new blended family included three sons
(his) and three daughters (wife Carol's). The Brady Bunch (1969-1974) managed to face their weekly dose of
overly dramatic family dilemmas with some firm discipline from Mike (and fresh baked cookies from Alice, the
housekeeper). One of TV land's strictest dads Cunningham Ever-jolly Howard Cunningham (played by Tom
Bosley) was the Midwestern TV Dad on the 1950s-style comedy Happy Days (1974-1984). Howard earned
his living by running the hardware store, but always managed to find time to solve the woes of his teenage
kids. And he even played surrogate dad to son Richie's rather wayward collection of friends.

Father's Day, contrary to popular misconception, was not established as a holiday in order to help greeting
card manufacturers sell more cards. In fact, when a "father's day" was first proposed there were no Father's
Day cards!

Mrs. John B. Dodd, of Washington, first proposed the idea of a "father's day" in 1909. Mrs. Dodd wanted a
special day to honor her father, William Smart. William Smart, a Civil War veteran, was widowed when his
wife (Mrs. Dodd's mother) died in childbirth with their sixth child. Mr. Smart was left to raise the newborn and
his other five children by himself on a rural farm in eastern Washington State. It was after Mrs. Dodd became
an adult that she realized the strength and selflessness her father had shown in raising his children as a sin-
gle parent. The first Father's Day was observed on June 19, 1910 in Spokane, Washington. At about the
same time, in various towns and cities across America, other people were beginning to celebrate a "father's
day."

In 1924 President Calvin Coolidge supported the idea of a national Father's Day. Finally, in 1966 President
Lyndon Johnson signed a presidential proclamation declaring the 3rd Sunday of June as Father's Day.

Father's Day has become a day to not only honor our fathers, but all men who act as a father figure. Step-
fathers, uncles, grandfathers, and adult male friends are all honored on Father's Day.

Even when you get emails that demand you send the email
on if you're not ashamed of God/Jesus --- that is email tracking, and they are playing on our conscience.

And you will be rewarded by not getting thousands of spam emails in the
future!

Do yourself a favor and STOP adding your name(s) to those types of listing regardless how inviting they
might sound! Or make you feel guilty if you don't! It's all about getting email addresses and nothing more.

You may think you are supporting a GREAT cause, but you are NOT!

Instead, you will be getting tons of junk mail later and very possibly a virus attached! Plus, we are helping the
spammers get rich! Let's not make it easy for them!

PARISH NURSE CORNER

DISPOSAL OF PRESCRIPTION MEDICATIONS

It all seems rather harmless. You have a bottle of expired or unused prescription or over-the- counter
medications in the cabinet. You're not sure what to do with them. So, you open up the bottle and flush them
down the toilet. Big Problem. Most city wastewater treatment plants are not able to filter out those drugs.
So all those antibiotics, hormones, pain relievers, and other drugs end up finding their way into our waterways
or watersheds. Flushed drugs also harm the environment. Some drugs build up in the tissues of fish,
animals, and plants. So, when these animals or plants are consumed by people or other animals, the stored
drugs can have a magnifying effect.

Here’s the frustrating part: you shouldn’t be storing those unwanted drugs in your home either. Children or
grandchildren can find and take them. Never underestimate what a curious child is capable of. There are
also increasing incidents of a dangerous teenager party game in which each partygoer is required to bring a
few pills of a medication. The drugs are thrown into a bowl and then chosen randomly. So, if you have
medicines in your home that you are still using, please keep them in a safe and secure place.

But now, what should you do about those unused or expired drugs? In most cases, the drugs can be
mixed with coffee grounds or cat litter and water, sealed in a container, and thrown into the trash. The pill
bottle can be recycled after you have removed the label that has your personal information on it. Most
pharmacies by law cannot take back your prescription drugs. However, some states are trying to pass laws
that will allow them to do so. Call your pharmacy to see if it can dispose of unused drugs.

The best way, though, to get rid of unwanted prescription drugs is to take them to a prescription drug turn-
in or round-up. Occasionally you might see an article in the newspaper about a temporary drop-off site during
a Health Fair, etc. The West Lafayette Police Department, 711 West Navajo St., conducts a prescription and
over-the counter drug drop off in the lobby of the police department the second Tues-day of each month
from 11:30A to 1:30P.
