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The first Easter was an incredible day, one that started with disbelief, with fear and trembling and bewilder-
ment beside the empty tomb, and ended with astonishment, excitement and thanksgiving. You know what
strikes me about the resurrection day? It is that in spite of all the disciples had seen Jesus do, from healing
the sick to calming the storms, and in spite of all the disciples had heard Jesus say about how he would be
killed and on the third day be raised, not one of them expected, after the cross was raised, not one of them
hoped, after he was laid in the grave, to ever see Jesus again. When Jesus died their hopes died, their con-
victions died, indeed their faith died and they huddled in the upper room in fear that the authorities would treat
them just as they had treated Jesus. What is striking about the first Easter day is that the resurrection is first
discovered by two women and that these women do not go the tomb to see if their Lord is risen, but rather
they go to finish the job of burying him. No one expected the resurrection. But, praise God, it did happen! It
happened because God made it happen. And, praise God too, that God went on and raised the faith of the
disciples; he brought to life again their dead convictions and restored the hopes that they had lost. It is be-
cause of the resurrection that we are here today. Hear these words from Paul: “I handed on to you as of first
importance what | in turn had received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the scriptures, and that
he was buried, and that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the scriptures.” This is what we
preach and this is what we believe. Brothers and sisters in faith, the resurrection is the most important thing
that we believe in as Christians. The resurrection is the center of our faith; it is the foundation of our Christian
experience and the goal towards which our lives move. The resurrection is of first importance to us, not be-
cause it is a nice ending to the story of Jesus, but because it is the beginning of our story, a story in which our
faith can triumph over death just as did the faith of Jesus. As Christians, we are urged over and over again to
trust in and accept the reality of the resurrection and to make it a part of our lives through faith in the one who
rose from the dead. We are a people who are called to believe in the power and the love of God to bring
goodness out of evil; life out of death; and hope out of despair. And as Christians, we are promised that
when we trust and believe in this way, that when we believe in the power and the love of God, a power and
love that can raise the dead to life, that our lives will be blessed and that we will be a blessing to others. We
are promised that what we believe will make a difference to us. And indeed it does. Think my friends of what
happened to the disciples after the first Easter morning. They came out of the upper room where they had
huddled in fear and they went to the ends of the earth and created a mighty church. They went from being
people afraid of dying to being people who offered their very lives to help others come to the faith and hope
and joy that they had. Like Paul, they were transformed and changed because of the resurrection and their
conviction that it was for them that it occurred. The disciples were changed by their faith in the resurrection
and in the God who brought it about. This is what the resurrection is about and what our faith is about. God
can bring back to life that which has died, God can bring good out of evil, love out of hate, and hope out of
despair. This is what we believe and what we believe makes a difference. Praise be to God our Father who
raises the dead to life, praise be to Jesus the Son who shares his life with the faithful, and raise be to the
Spirit who makes one with him. Amen.

Phishing is just what It sounds like—you're offered bait and the decision to take it is yours.

Many people are experiencing pop-ups that claim you have been infected with several viruses. The popup
looks very official, may include a shield that looks like a Microsoft product or an antivirus software product. It
will prompt you to click on it for instructions on how to proceed to rid your system of the viruses.

At this point, you need to ask yourself this question—"Do | have antivirus and antispyware software in-
stalled on my computer?” If the answer is yes, then why haven’t you been alerted by your own antivirus soft-
ware? This is your first clue that the popup is a scam. It is prompting you to purchase a program that will
eliminate the so called ‘found’ viruses. You should shut your computer down at this point and not even X out
of the pop-up.

If you panic and think you need to purchase their solution, you will now have fulfilled their wish and that is
to grab your credit card number. At this point their phishing expedition has been completed. If you have to
admit that you took the bait, you need to search your programs and remove the program that it installed (and
probably notify your credit card company).

If you are able to run your regular antivirus software, run a scan of your system immediately. Hopefully, it
will find the attacker and remove it.

There is one more thing you can do. Microsoft has included a tool on machines running Windows XP,
Vista, and 7. It is called the malicious software removal tool. You can find it by going to start/run/type MRT,
and run the program in most operating systems. In Windows 7, you can search programs and files for MRT
and run it. This is an extra precaution you can take to protect your system.

Every computer should be running an antivirus program, whether it is Norton, McAfee, Trend Micro, We-
broot or one of the many free programs available for downloading such as AVG, Avast!, Microsoft Security
Essentials, and Avira Antivir Personal. You should only run one antivirus program but you can run more than
one anti-spyware or malware program. There are many products available including free options such as Ad-
Aware, Spybot Search & Destroy, Microsoft Windows Defender, and Spyware Blaster.

BANANA BLESSINGS

Tim and Marcia Eller traveled once again to Kenya to continue
sharing Tim’s love of growing crops. Life’s Heart, a non-profit
foundation started by the Eller's in May 2009 have partnered with
Africa Harvest to help promote food security, an income generat-
ing source and a sustainable community development to the Ken-
yan people. Africa Harvest is a BioTech Foundation International
whose vision is to free Africa of hunger, poverty and malnutrition
founded by Dr. Florence Wambugu. A field supervisor, Zak Ole
Munyakei, was hired and an office was secured at the National
Cereal & Production Authority site in Narok. An organization, NA-
LEPO, was formed and registered with the Kenyan government
by Zak and the Eller's. NALEPO stands for Narok Agriculture,
Livestock, Environment Protection Outcomes.

Four communities and one children’s home in the Narok / Maasai area had
been selected to receive tissue culture bananas. Banana field days and plant-
ing demonstrations were scheduled and Tim, Marcia, Zak, and Africa Harvest
site instructors, Jane, Lucy and Israel traveled to the various locations. TC
bananas are planted in a 3 ft x 3 ft x 3ft hole with the use of fertilizer, nemati-
cide, manure & topsoil mixture and water. Watering the plants is crucial during
the initial planting but it is also very important to keep the goats, cattle, and
elephants out of the orchard!

In Kitale, Sister Freda’'s Medical

Center and her husband, Richard
received 50 of the TC banana seedlings. This gift will be used to support
their medical clinic, orphans, feeding program and nursing school. Richard
has a “green thumb” and is excited to watch his seedlings grow! Also
Scovia Wanyonyi, our Kenyan daughter, was given 100 banana seedlings
and biofortified sorghum to plant. Scovia’s project includes not only the ba-
nanas and sorghum but also planting maize and black beans in various
“small” plots throughout the Kitale countryside. Scovia is one of five chil-
dren that works hard to support her family, mother and grandmother and
has completed her secondary education level. She traveled to Narok and
Nairobi and saw for the very first time zebras, giraffes and elephants. While
in Nairobi, Marcia introduced her to the Nairobi Java House and the US
style of a chicken sandwich!

A total of 1550 banana seedlings were delivered to the locations and within
13 months hopefully the first NALEPO & Life’'s Heart’'s harvest will take
place. Prayers are offered daily for God’s blessing on this ministry and for
Tim and Marcia.

ABOUT AUTISM

Autism is a complex developmental disability that typically appears during the first three years of life and
affects a person’s ability to communicate and interact with others. Autism is defined by a certain set of
behaviors and is a “spectrum disorder” that affects individuals differently and to varying degrees. There is no
known single cause for autism, but increased awareness and funding can help families today.

In February 2007, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention issued their ADDM autism prevalence
report. The report, which looked at a sample of 8 year olds in 2000 and 2002, concluded that the prevalence
of autism had risen to 1 in every 150 children, and almost 1 in 94 boys. The spotlight shown on autism as a
result of the prevalence increase opens opportunities for the nation to consider how to serve these families
facing a lifetime of supports for their children.

Currently, the Autism Society estimates that the lifetime cost of caring for a child with autism ranges from
$3.5 million to $5 million, and that the United States is facing almost $90 billion annually in costs for autism
(this figure includes research, insurance costs and non-covered expenses, Medicaid waivers for autism,
educational spending, housing, transportation, employment, in addition to related therapeutic services and
caregiver costs).

Know the Signs-- Early Identification Can Change Li  ves:
Autism is treatable. Children do not “outgrow” autism, but studies show that early diagnosis and intervention
leads to significantly improved outcomes.

Here are Some Signs to Look for in the Children in Your Life:
Lack of or delay in spoken language
Repetitive use of language and/or motor mannerisms (e.g., hand-flapping, twirling objects)
Little or no eye contact
Lack of interest in peer relationships
Persistent fixation on parts of objects

Lack of spontaneous or make-believe play
