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What do you do when you are in a waiting room?  Browse through some magazines, read a book, day dream, 
or do some people watching?  We often find ourselves in waiting rooms of various kinds.  We might be in a 
real waiting room or we might be in a waiting room of our own making.  When we are in a waiting room, our 
lives seem like they are put on hold.  We have finished what we were doing and we’re waiting to get on to the 
next project or activity.  So, waiting can be pretty boring. 
 

August can be a long and boring month, perhaps the most boring month of the year.  The crops planted in the 
spring are now growing and corn and soybean farmers are watching and waiting.  Baseball players refer to 
this month as the “dog days of August,” a time when they just have to “gut it out” before getting into the deci-
sive month of September.  Summer vacations are winding down.  Even children are getting bored with sum-
mer and looking forward to the start of a new school year.  Imagine that!  For these and other reasons, Au-
gust may well be the least liked month of the year.  Many people might be tempted to say, “Let’s just get Au-
gust over so we can go on to better and bigger things.” 
 

Life is sometimes like that.  Life comes with many August moments.  We often find ourselves “in between.”  
We are in-between people, people who are waiting.  We are there and yet we are not there.  God has in 
Christ declared us to be his people, and yet we repeatedly fall short of God’s expectations.  God has in Christ 
declared us to be saints and yet we are chronic sinners.  We live in a tension of becoming what God has al-
ready declared us to be.  The Apostle John in the third chapter of his first letter writes these beautiful words: 
“See what love the Father has given us, that we should be called children of God.  Beloved, we are God’s 
children now; what we will be has not yet been revealed. What we do know is this: when he is revealed, we 
will be like him, for we will see him as he is.” 
 

We are “August” people in a waiting mode.  But that waiting is not a useless passing of time.  It is a time when 
we exercise our faith as the children of God.  It’s an exciting time that provides us with many opportunities to 
say and do things that bring honor to the name of God and encouragement to those around us.  The bottom 
line is that God has given us each day as an opportunity to rejoice and be glad in it (Psalm 118:24 NIV ) and 
use it in the best way we can to bring honor to God and blessings to others.  Since each day is a gift from 
God there is really no such thing as “a useless, boring day,” unless we choose to make it that! 
 

As God’s children by grace through faith in Jesus, we are also stewards of all that God has entrusted to us — 
time, money, talents, skills, relationships, work and so much more.  As good stewards, we seek to use all that 
we are and have according to the will of the Owner who is God.  As Paul wrote to the Galatians: “So then, 
whenever we have an opportunity, let us work for the good of all, and especially for those of the family of 
faith.”  In this way, we “let our light shine before others, so that they may see our good works and give glory to 
our Father in heaven.” 
 

So, there is really no such thing as a boring hour, day, week, or month for us.  Time is God’s gift to us to use.  
With the Lord’s blessing, let us make the most of our time as well as all of life and life’s resources whether it’s 
in the month of August or some other time.
