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“You are dust, and to dust you shall return” (Genesis 3:18). At the end of February, we will start Lent (the 40
days before Easter) with Ash Wednesday. Why do we start our preparation for the most joyful event of the
Christian faith with such a somber event? Why do we associate ashes with joy? What is the purpose of walk-
ing around with a smudge of black dirt on our forehead? To understand the practice, we need to understand
the symbolism of ashes and the purpose of Lent.

Ashes remind us of our mortality. As Isaiah reminds us in chapter 40:

All people are grass, their constancy is like the flower of the field. The grass withers, the flower fades, when
the breath of the LORD blows upon it; surely the people are grass. The grass withers, the flower fades; but
the word of our God will stand forever.

We are like the grass of the field, here today and gone tomorrow. But we know that God's Word is eternal.
Ashes remind of us of our utter dependence on God, the giver of all life. When we become aware of that de-
pendence, we also become deeply aware of the gift of eternal life that is offered to us through Jesus Christ
and his death and resurrection on the cross. The ashes remind us of our fate and begin to set the truth that
ultimately we are dependent on the grace of God for deliverance from that fate.

Ashes also serve as a sign of humility and repentance. In the Hebrew Scriptures, fasting, wearing sackcloth,
and sitting in ashes are often signs of contrition and a means of humbly showing a desire for true repentance.
The wearing of ashes is not a means to show our piety, but a reflection of our need of God's grace to be at
work in our lives.

Sackcloth and ashes are a common way in the Bible to mark repentance. If we read the book of Jonah in the
Bible, we find that when the people of Nineveh are told by Jonah to repent or their city will be destroyed, the
king covers himself with sackcloth and sits in ashes to signify the people’s repentance. For this act, the city is
spared. In times of great threat or in times of deep need, people in the Bible have used ashes to mark their
willingness to change. The season of Lent is traditionally a time for those in the church to come to terms with
our need for change and repentance. The gospel readings reflect on Jesus journey to Jerusalem and the
cross at Calvary. Fasting, prayer, and scripture reading are methods we might use to reflect on our need for
repentance.

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of our journey with Jesus to the cross. The ashes remind us of our will-
ingness to die to our old selves and be raised to new life in Christ.

New life requires a daily surrendering of the old life, letting go of the present order, so that we may embrace
the new humanity. “I die every day!” asserts Paul (1 Corinthians 15:31). Resurrection necessitates death as
a preceding act. The church’s peculiar Lenten claim is that in dying we live, that all who are baptized into
Christ are baptized into his death. To be raised with Christ means that we must also die with Christ. In order
to embrace the resurrection, we must experience the passion of Jesus.

On February 17 , you are invited to begin your Lenten journey at our Ash Wednesday Service at 7:00 pm
Ashes will be offered to any who would like to receive them. Following the imposition of ashes, all will be in-
vited to share in the Lord’'s Supper. Please join us for this important service that invites you to begin your
journey to the cross.

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RAINBOW CONNECTION CHILDCARE, INC ~ Scrip Program

Rainbow Connection Childcare, Inc is still participating in the SCRIP Program. For those of you who are
unaware, scrip is a term that means substitute money. When you purchase scrip, you are purchasing prepaid
gift cards that are used just like cash. You can purchase everyday expenses like food, clothing, and other es-
sentials, and with every purchase, you will earn revenue for our organization. We purchase our gift cards
through the Great Lakes Scrip Center. They act on behalf of churches, schools, and other non-profit organiza-
tions to purchase large amounts of scrip for grocery stores, department stores, and other retailers. Our or-
ganization buys the scrip from them at a discount and resells the gift cards to families like yours for full face
value. The discount ~ usually from two to fifteen percent or more ~ is our organization’s revenue.

The major idea of this popular program is to purchase scrip for places where you shop and for purchases
that you would be making anyway. An example would be if you know that you will be going to Wal-Mart to buy
groceries, buy a gift card through our scrip program for $25 and our organization will receive 2% ($0.50) of
that purchase. Does your family love to go to Chuck E Cheese? If you buy three $10 gift cards through scrip,
then our center will make 8% ($2.40) off of your purchase. The key to this program is thinking ahead of what
you will be using. If I know that | will be filling prescriptions at CVS, | can purchase gift cards to use for that
purchase. Think of it this way ~ this is money you will be spending anyhow. Buying gift cards through us will
help to benefit our program.
