Incredible
claims are made about Easter. Death is vanquished! Sin is overcome! All creation becomes a blessing! A new covenant
is made! God’s reign of justice and peace begins! Mercy overflows! Wounds are healed! Love embraces us! The light
outshines the darkness!

There is something about the warmth of sunshine on my shoulders that gives me new energy, new life. The first sun-
drenched days of spring banish the gloom of grey winter’s chill. The miracle of new life mesmerizes us. Whether the birth
of a child or the sprout of a brightly colored flower from the dark cold earth we are in awe, if we take time to notice. A for-
mer bishop of Romania has been quoted as saying, “If we only knew the truth of it we would know that each day is
Easter.”

On Easter morning when we proclaim He Is Risen! We are making a statement full of hope and mystery that can make
us new people. We are told on the first Easter the women and disciples leave the tomb with a mixture of fear and great
joy. How often does that statement describe us? Overcome with joy over the reality of new life we experience, yet appre-
hensive as we go with this news toward a skeptical and dangerous world. We have to decide where we stand and what
we will do in a new and frightening resurrection world.

In the resurrection Christ becomes present and is true to his promise. Lives are transformed. In the power of the resur-
rection, the disciples, who denied and abandoned Jesus, were forgiven and restored. We can be as well. Alleluia! Christ
Is Risen! Easter can transform us! We can experience new life and a new spring, everyday!
